· CHRISTMAS TREES are collected for mulching and can be placed at the front curb throughout January.

· YARD WASTE should be bundled and scheduled for pickup by calling the Public Works office.
· STREET CLEANING is in effect all year, and includes leaf collection and snow clearing.  Please observe the No Parking signs in your neighborhood.  Bagged leaves are encouraged! Call Public Works office for pickup.
· BULK ITEMS can be placed with your trash (one item per week) for collection.
