Sealed bids will be received by the City of Harrisburg at The Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. City Governmental Center, Office of Purchase, 10 North Second Street, Suite 302A, Harrisburg, PA 17101, until 3:00 p.m. local prevailing time October 6, 2014 and then publicly opened and read aloud in Suite 304B of the same building immediately thereafter.  

The work shall consist of the following:  Provide portable shower trailer for City Public Works Employee use during the period of October 17, 2014 through February 22, 2016.  Portable shower trailer will be stored inside a public works facility leased by the City of Harrisburg located at 1820 Paxton St., Harrisburg, PA.  Contractor shall provide and service self-sustaining, all inclusive portable shower facilities, transportation vehicles, personnel, equipment, tools, material, supervision and other items / services necessary to successfully carry out the required services during the specified period of performance.  Contractor is responsible for gray water, waste tank, hot and cold water, set-up and break down.  Cleaning of shower trailer will be performed by the City of Harrisburg.  ADA compliance not necessary.  Shower trailer must be 2004 model or later.  Minimum number of shower stations is three (3).  Bids shall consist of (1) a statement of the lump sum amount in U.S. Dollars for the installation and delivery of the portable shower facility; and (2) a statement of the monthly rental and service in U.S. Dollars, which will commence on November 1, 2014 and end on February 1, 2016 unless terminated by either party with 30 days’ notice.  

Contractor will be permitted to connect to existing water, sewer and electric located in the leased facility.  The following five (5) provisions are applicable if Contractor elects to connect to existing water, sewer and/or electric: (1) the work must be performed in accordance with all applicable laws and building codes; (2) Contractor must return leased facility to same condition following the specified period of performance and post adequate financial security to cover the costs of such work; (3) Contractor must provide any mechanics lien waiver and post any payment bond for the work of any subcontractor as requested by the owner of the facility; (4) the City of Harrisburg agrees not to Charge Contractor for any increase in utility costs during the specified period of performance; and (5) Contractor must include all costs including permits and work in its bid.  
Minority Business and Women Business Enterprise Participation.  The City of Harrisburg, in accordance with Title VI of the U.S. Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Parts 21 and 23 of 49 C.F.R., notifies all bidders that it will affirmatively insure that Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) and Women Business Enterprise (WBE) will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and that no person will be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, sex, or national origin in consideration for an award.
